ñWhat is Godôs will for my life?ò is a question that I often hear from people.  I would guess 
that believers have been asking that question for thousands of years.  Yet, as we read the 
scriptures, we see that many of the people we see as the giants of our faith found that Godôs 
will for their lives was not what they expected.  Often Godôs plans and Godôs will were in 
sharp contrast to the hopes, dreams, plans, views, and ambitions of the people of the faith.  
But as we read through scripture, we see time after time that Godôs call, Godôs invitation to 
walk with God and trust God, changed everything for the faithful.  The call of God changes 
everything for us as well.  We ask for this call, this change, every week when we pray the 
Lordôs Prayer, asking God that ñThy will be done.ò 

Pastor Steve and I are going to explore the call of God on the lives of the faithful as we jour-
ney towards Easter morningôs empty tomb, where God changed everything for all time.  As 
we walk with God during Lent we challenge you to seek Godôs will in all aspects of your life - 
especially in terms of your identity, your dreams for the future, your worldview, and your re-
sponse to Christ the Crucified.  You might also seek Godôs will for your Lenten practices, as 
many people give something up to grow closer to Christ, or do something more to journey 
with the Messiah.  THY WILL BE DONE devotional books are in the church entry ways and 
the office, and we encourage you to read this daily.  We also encourage you to get a Weeks 
of Compassion bank and give your spare change to change the life of those impacted by 
poverty, war, and natural disasters.  And we really challenge you to give more than change, 
perhaps giving sacrificially to Weeks of Compassion a dayôs wages, or the costs of whatever 
it is you have given up for Lent.    

In many ways, the birth of Christ and Advent are a season of joyful abundance. Lent might 
seem like a time of testing, austerity, putting aside self.  Yet, you might find as you do these 
things, your joy in Jesus runs even deeper at Easter than it did at Christmas.    Please join 
us for worship, and these special Lenten sermons on ñThy will be doneò: 

March 4: Godôs Will and My Identity - a sermon on Mary 

March 11: Godôs Will and My Worldview - a sermon on Paul (the 9:30 service will be at 10:30 due to 
the Chili Cook-off.  The 8:00 and 11:00 services will be at the usual time.) 

March 18: God's Will and my Response - a sermon on Lydia 

March 25: Godôs Will When We are Not Willing - Palm Sunday (and a brunch for camp/mission trip) 

March 29: Maundy Thursday Service at 6:30 pm - God's Will and Joyful Service
